The Viking Longships Project is a course developed to create an innovative and interesting interdisciplinary study of the Viking culture. This program is student oriented, 

with the students taking a leading and active role in the learning process. The students administer the entire management of the project.

Each student will complete a general investigation of the Old Norse culture. Upon completion of this exercise, the student will become more specialized, picking one field of the culture to examine more thoroughly. Through hard work, dedication, research, perseverance, and contacting consultants to help them with their research they will become specialists in their chosen field. Some examples of the areas of study chosen by our students are: art, woodcarving, jewelry, mythology, the sagas, textiles, and the family. 

The students will be creating curriculum units for the Winthrop Elementary and Middle Schools from their research. It is also hoped that we can create a working museum at the high school, centered on the Norse culture between the years 750 AD to 1100 AD. All of the replicas in the museum will be researched and replicated by the students. 

The students may also become involved in specialized fields such as: journalism, financial management, computer technology, photography, or in a special field of study relating to a possible future career interest.
